	Students get a custom tour of the Phoenix Art Museum and do enrichment activities designed by Mr. Baron and Ms. Garwood

	Noon
	Students are driven to the Arizona Science Center 
Lunch at the Phoenix Art Museum Cafeteria -- Pizza, lemonade, and veggies catered

	1:00 PM
	Begin tour of the Arizona Science Center with scavenger hunt

	1:50 PM
	Students gather for the planetarium Show

	2:00 – 2:45
	Planetarium Show

	3:15
	Getting ready to depart (bathrooms, etc.)

	3:30
	Leave for Flagstaff

	6:00
	Arrive at NPA. Students unload in the lower lot of NPA. 


NOTE: We should arrive at NPA around 6:00pm, but we may arrive slightly early, slightly late, or even significantly late depending on traffic. Please come up with contingency plans. Students may have and use cellphones on the trip to keep you updated if things change but videotaping and/or posting pictures online or on social media is prohibited.
WHAT TO BRING
1) Good shoes – we’ll be walking around both museums and comfortable shoes are a must.
2) Snacks – Students can eat breakfast before getting to NPA or can bring it with them to eat when more awake. Lunch is provided between noon and one, but all students should bring a snack or two—perhaps one for the morning and another for the afternoon. We’ll be gone eleven hours in total which is a long time for a teenager. Please do not bring snacks containing peanut or tree nuts—particularly if you are riding in the nut-free van. 
3) Layers/appropriate clothing – At 7am and 6pm in Flagstaff, it will be cold. In Phoenix, it will be warm, but we also want to show respect by dressing well. Please dress respectfully for a museum and bring layers to put on when in Flagstaff. 
4) A small bag or backpack – to pack snacks, cellphones, and a pen/pencil for assignments. 
BEHAVIORAL EXPECTATIONS

Please be the excellent Spartans we know you to be! We’re representing NPA out there and we need to act like it! This includes being polite, listening to chaperones and docents, and following all NPA rules of conduct. We also request that students be kind and courteous to the generous chaperones who volunteered to spend their entire day driving us around as they drive to protect their sanity and ensure safe driving conditions. 
Cellphones are allowed on the trip for communication purposes, but not while we are at the museums and please don’t post pictures/videos to social media, particularly of other students.
WEATHER CONCERNS
Flagstaff weather can be unpredictable and there is always a risk of snow or freezing rain and it’s difficult to make decisions when we’ll be leaving early in the morning and away from Flagstaff for the entire day. Because there are so many moving pieces, we will have to make the call by the end of the day on Wednesday. We’ll let students know at school if we need to postpone the field trip and send out a message on Remind 101 if the weather predictions look dangerous. 

We will then reschedule the field trip to the best of our ability.
